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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The average price per litre of Household Kerosene paid by consumers in November 2021 was N441.06, an in-

crease of  4.17 percent on a month-on-month basis from N423.42 in October 2021. On a year-on-year basis, 

the average price of the product increased by 24.81 percent from N353.38 in November 2020 to N441.06 in 

November 2021.  

 

On the state distribution of prices, the top three States with the highest average price per litre in November 

2021 were Ebonyi, Cross River and Enugu with N650.00, N590.91 and N589.81 respectively. Conversely, the 

lowest average prices were recorded in Bayelsa State, Katsina State and Zamfara State with N274.44, N326.92 

and N333.33 respectively.  

 

In terms of Zonal variations of prices, the highest price was in the South-East at N541.19, followed by the South

-West and North-Central recorded at N470.79 and N444.97 respectively. The North-West Zone had the least 

price at N363.98 compared to other Zones. 

 

On the other hand, the average price per gallon of the product paid by consumers declined by 0.58 percent on 

a month-on-month basis from N1,552.96 in October  to N1,544.01 in November 2021. On a year-on-year basis, 

the average price per gallon of Kerosene increased by 26.71 percent from N1,218.50 in November 2020 to 

N1,544.01 in November 2021.  

 

The top three States with the highest prices were Abuja, Anambra and Plateau with N2,170.00, N2,042.58 and 

N2,020 respectively, while the three lowest prices were recorded in Borno State, Adamawa State and Yobe 

State with N1,105.00, N1,112.50 and N1,170.00 respectively.  

 

The Zonal analysis of prices shows the highest price in the North-Central at N1,742.94, followed by the South-

South and South-East at N1,627.70 and N1,539.43 respectively. The North-East Zone had the lowest price of 

the product at N1,310.68 compared to other Zones.

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METHODOLOGY 

Field work is done solely by over 700 NBS Staff in all States of the federation supported by supervisors 
who are monitored by internal and external observers. 
 
Fuel Prices are collected across all the 774 local governments across all States and the FCT from over 
10,000 respondents and locations and reflect actual prices households state they actually bought those 
fuels together with the prices reportedly sold by the fuel suppliers. 
 
The average of all these prices is then reported for each state and the average for the country is the aver-
age for the state. 
 
NBS audit team subsequently conducts randomly selected verification of prices recorded. 
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
