LAND AREA, CLANS AND 

VILLAGES 
Akwa Ibom State has 31 Local Government Areas, 119 Clans and 2664 villages. 

Uyo is the State capital. Currently, the State covers a total land area of 7,249sq 

kilometers. This area does not take into consideration disputed territories. The State is 

bounded on the East by Rivers State, on the West by Cross River State, on the North 

by Abia State and the South by the Gulf of Guinea. It is the 10th largest State in Nigeria 

in terms of landmass. About 128.64km, which is 13.4 percent of the 960km of Nigeria’s 

coastline is in Akwa Ibom State coastline. This stretches from Oron in the East to Ikot 

Abasi in the West.

The year 2006 population census figure for Akwa Ibom State was 3,902,051 

people. Based on this figure, the year 2012 projected population for the State is 

4,768,877 while the population density of the State is 658 inhabitants per square 

kilometer (see Table 1.1).

CLIMATE 

The State has a tropical climate masked by two distinct seasons namely, dry season 

(November – March) and wet season (April – October). The wet season is usually 

interrupted by a short dry weather in August which is often known by the people as 

“August Break”.  Average annual minimum and maximum temperatures of the State 

is 230C and 31.70C respectively. Other important climatic variables for the State 

include: 

(i) average monthly relative humidity ranges from 51 per cent and 89 per cent 

annually, 

(ii) average monthly rainy days of maximum 14 days and minimum 12 days in the 

last six years, and 

(iii) average amount of monthly rainfall per year is 247mm3.

MEDICAL AND HEALTH STATISTICS 

This Section presents data on Medical and Health activities in Akwa Ibom State from 

2007 to 2012. In year 2012, the total number of Health Establishments in the State including 

Registered Private Hospitals/Clinics was 659. Out of this number, Uyo Local Government Area 

had 100 Health Establishments while Eket Local Government Area had 48 Health Establishments 

and Eastern Obolo had the least number of Health Establishments, which were 6. 

The total number of doctors in the State, including those from the University of Uyo 

Teaching Hospital (UUTH), was 317 in year 2012. The total number of patients’ attendance (In-

Patient and Out-Patient) from year 2007 to year 2012 was 116187, 122462, 135963, 118167, 

138206 and 209780 respectively (See Table 4.9). 

Information on Human Immuno-Deficiency Virus (HIV) is presented in two categories, 

namely: Prevention of Mother to Child Transmission (PMTCT) which is for pregnant women and 

HIV Counseling and Test (HCT) which excludes pregnant women. The total number of pregnant 

women who tested positive to HIV, from 2007 to 2012 was 909; 1466; 1934; 2122; 2853 and 

1861 respectively.  

The total number of HCT positive patients were 8,145; 8,577; 8,069 and 6,746 in years 

2009, 2010, 2011 and 2012 respectively.

EDUCATION 

 
Information on Education is presented in three (3) categories namely: Primary, 

Secondary and Post-Secondary Education in Akwa Ibom State, 2007/2008 – 2012/2013 

academic sessions. Presently, there are 1,154 Primary Schools; 233 Secondary Schools; six 

State Government Technical/Vocational Schools; three Federal Government 

Vocational/Technical Schools, one Special Education School, 885 Adult and Non-Formal 

Education centres, two Federal Government Higher Institutions and four State Government 

Higher Institutions. 

Observation from available data has shown that between 2007/2008 – 2012/2013 

academic sessions, the number of pupils enrolment in primary schools in Akwa Ibom State has 

increased from 761,422 in 2007/2008 to 1,079,199 in 2012/2013 academic sessions. Also, 

enrolment of students in secondary schools increased from 150692 in 2007/2008 to 341809 in 

2012/2013.

SECTION 6 

 

AGRICULTURE 
Akwa Ibom State has a high potential for Agriculture. It is blessed with abundant 

resources distributed evenly across the 31 Local Government Area of the State. This Section 

presents data on selected major crops, produce, livestock and veterinary, from 2007 to 2012. 

As observed, cassava is the most predominant crop planted in the State with an average yield 

of 15,870 metric tonnes per hectare in 2012. 

It was observed from estimated livestock population in the State that the number of 

cattle, goat, sheep, pig and rabbit increased as the year increases while data in respect of 

number of livestock slaughtered fluctuates from year 2008 to year 2012.  

The number of palm oil produced (in tones) in year 2007 - 2012 was 4600.8, 7383.8, 

6203.6, 8729.4, 10511.7 and 7815.7 respectively.
